Intensive Intercultural Communication Course

This intensive course is an exploration of interracial and intercultural communication and the
philosophies that underlie the concept. Students complete this intensive course during their 9-day
stay one the FSU campus. This course is designed to help students gain knowledge of the theory
and process of interracial/intercultural communication and is taught by an FSU professor of
Communication. For this session readings, discussions, and exercises have been designed to enable
the student to:

* Become acquainted with the basic concepts of intercultural communication

* Gain knowledge of theories of communication from the sociocultural and sociopsychological traditions in

terms of how they explain human interaction
e Observe and become familiar with some of the co-cultures that operate within the United States

including groups such as African Americans, Latinos, Asian Americans, Women, and the elderly.

Cross-cultural Seminar

This seminar is designed to help prepare students to study, work and live in the United States
and help them successfully progress through the different phases of cultural adjustment. Students
will reflect on and give feedback about their experience throughout the six months and submit online
journals and other assignments to the FSU instructor. Students will also participate in eight 2-hour modules
of a Disney Exploration Series as part of this seminar requirement. This seminar will meet daily while the
students are at FSU and monthly while they are at Walt Disney World®. The seminar will be facilitated by
an FSU instructor.
